Secular music may not be used in any Catholic liturgy, 
and religious music not well-suited to the gravity and dignity of the Requiem Mass may only be played 
as an instrumental prelude (e.g. Amazing Grace, On Eagle’s Wings, I Am the Bread of Life, Be Not Afraid, 
etc.).  

We welcome any member of your family or a friend who may wish to do the readings at Mass. 
Members of the family are also invited to bring up the gifts of bread and wine at the offertory of the 
Mass. We remind you that those serving in these roles must be practicing Catholics in good standing. 
Additionally, the preference of the church is to have any eulogies read either at the wake service at the 
funeral home, or at the graveside service.  

We thank you for the opportunity to assist you in this time of grief. May God grant you His peace!

The readings proclaim to the assembly the Paschal Mystery, teach remembrance of the dead, convey the 
hope of being gathered together again in God's kingdom, and encourage the witness of Christian life. 
Above all, the readings tell of God's designs for a world in which suffering and death will relinquish their 
hold on all whom God has called his own. A careful selection and use of readings from Scripture for the 
funeral rites will provide the family with an opportunity to hear God speak to them in their needs, sorrows, 
fears, and hopes.

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SACRED MUSIC FOR THE FUNERAL MASS 
SAINT VERONICA CATHOLIC CHURCH  

 
The liturgical music for the Funeral Mass is pre-arranged and selected as they are the official prayers of 
this funeral rite and universally known to all of the faithful (i.e. Sanctus, Agnus Dei).  Our goal in choosing 
the devotional music, such as hymns, is to provide lyrics that praise God, ask for the intercession of the 
saints, and serve as a prayer for the recently departed.  All music at the church is chosen with the respect 
of the liturgy and teaching of the Catholic faith in mind; therefore, secular music “Praise and Worship 
songs” such as On Eagles Wings, I Am The Bread of Life, Here I am Lord, and Amazing Grace are not permitted, 
and may be done prior to the Mass as an instrumental prelude. 
 

For all funerals, the church requires payment to the cantor ($200) and organist ($250), with individual 
checks distributed prior to the funeral.   
 

Entrance Music 
(please choose one) 

 

The Introit (Entrance Antiphon) is a prayer that introduces the faithful to the solemnity of the Funeral 
Mass and is sung by the cantor or choir. While a congregational hymn is commonly sung at Mass to 
introduce the liturgy, it is typically rare during funerals that the congregation sings during the 
procession as all attention is focused on the deceased entering the church. 

 
Introit in Latin* Requiem aeternam, dona eis Domine. Et let perpetua luceta eis (translation below).  
 
Introit in English Eternal rest grant unto him (her), O Lord. And let perpetual light shine upon him (her). 

 
 

Offertory and Communion Music 
(please choose two, full texts are on page 56) 

 

In the Offertory, Christ unites our desires and prayers to His own offering of Himself to the Father.  As 
the priest prepares the gifts, the cantor sings a prayer or hymn on behalf of the people. The Communion 
is the reception of the Holy Sacrament, with Christ fully present, body, blood, soul and divinity. These 
recommended hymns are appropriate for these moments of thanksgiving and adoration of the Body and 
Blood of Christ which is truly present in the Holy Eucharist.

If the burial takes place at a later date, a selection from the Offertory and Communion Music list may be selected 
as well.

So the soldiers came and broke the legs of the first  
and then of the other one who was crucified with Jesus.  

But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was already dead,  
they did not break his legs, but one soldier thrust his lance into his side,  
and immediately Blood and water flowed out.  

An eyewitness has testified, and his testimony is true;  
he knows that he is speaking the truth, so that you also may come to believe.  

For this happened so that the Scripture passage might be fulfilled:  
Not a bone of it will be broken.  

And again another passage says:  
They will look upon him whom they have pierced.  

After this, Joseph of Arimathea, secretly a disciple of Jesus for fear of the Jews,  
asked Pilate if he could remove the Body of Jesus.  

And Pilate permitted it. So he came and took his Body.  
Nicodemus, the one who had first come to him at night,  

also came bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes  
weighing about one hundred pounds.
